A more traditional translation by Yu-
suf Ali, one of the most popular trans
lations of the Quran, shows this mis-
interpretation, where the Arabic worc
“salloo” translated as “send bless-
ings” instead of “help and support.”

There are several other reasons why
praising Muhammad is wrong. We
need to take the entire Quran, God'’s
mathematically structured, miraculous
scripture, to determine these reasons.
